Reader(s) come to lectern during the candlelighting, standing back from the lectern to wait through the silence.

Bell. Silence. Chime.  

Reader(s) step up the lectern and say:

READER: 
Hear a reading from the Gospel of Matthew
After Jesus was baptized, he was led up by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil. 
He fasted forty days and forty nights, and afterwards he was famished. 
Then the tempter came to him.

Bell.  Reader returns to seat during the silence.



Supper Service Reading: APRIL 2014

Reader(s) come to lectern during the candlelighting, standing back from the lectern to wait through the silence.

Bell. Silence. Chime.  

Reader(s) step up the lectern and say:

READER: 
Hear a reading from the Gospel of Matthew:
The disciples went and brought the donkey and the colt, and put their cloaks on them, and Jesus sat on them. 
A very large crowd spread their cloaks on the road, and others cut branches from the trees and spread them on the road. 
The crowds that went ahead of Jesus and those that followed were shouting,
"Hosanna to the Son of David!
Blessed is the one who comes in the name of the Lord!
Hosanna in the highest heaven!"

Reader returns to seat.  


Supper Service Reading: MAY 2014

Reader(s) come to lectern during the candlelighting, standing back from the lectern to wait through the silence.

Bell. Silence. Chime.  

Reader(s) step up the lectern and say:

READER: 
Hear a reading from the Gospel of John:
Jesus said to them, “The one who enters by the gate is the shepherd of the sheep. 
He calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. 
When he has brought out all his own, he goes ahead of them, and the sheep follow him because they know his voice. 
They will not follow a stranger, but they will run from him because they do not know the voice of strangers.
The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. 
I came that they may have life, and have it abundantly."
Reader(s) return to seat.


Supper Service Reading: JUNE 2014

Reader(s) come to lectern during the candlelighting, standing back from the lectern to wait through the silence.

Bell. Silence. Chime.  

Reader(s) step up the lectern and say:

READER: 
Hear a reading from the Gospel of John:
When it was evening on that day, the first day of the week, and the doors of the house where the disciples had met were locked for fear of the Jews.
 Jesus came and stood among them and said, "Peace be with you." 
After he said this, he showed them his hands and his side. 
Then the disciples rejoiced when they saw the Lord. 
Jesus said to them again, "Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I send you." 
When he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, "Receive the Holy Spirit.
